(i1) The Organization will not obtain grant for the same purpose or activity from any other Ministry or
Department of Government of India or State Government and or any other body.

(iii) The Organization will not divert grant-in-aid and entrust the execution of the project for which the Grant-in-Aid is
sanctioned to another organization or institution. No funds out of this grant should be utilized for any new/other scheme

for which prior approval of Government has not been obtained.
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(iv)  The organization will submit the Progress Report and Expenditure Statement as soon as the training is complete. It
should be item wise.

v) The Organization will maintain subsidiary accounts of the Government grant and furnish the audited statement of
accounts with utilization certificate in GFR 19 (A) at the end of financial year 2014-15 to the Government.

(vi) The accounts of the Organization shall be open to inspection by the sanctioning and recommending authority and
audit, both by the Comptroller and Auditor General of India and Internal Audit Wing of Officer of Chief Controller of

Accounts of this Ministry, whenever the Organization is called upon to do so.

(vii)  The assets acquired wholly or substantially out of Government grant should not be disposed of without prior
sanction of the President, encumbered or used for purpose other than those for which grant has been sanctioned. The
organization is required to maintain a Register of such assets and send an annual statement in the prescribed proforma to

this Ministry at the end of the financial year.

(viii) If the Government is not satisfied with the progress of the project or considers that the conditions of sanction are
being violated, it reserves the right to terminate the grant-in-aid and/or to blacklist the organization from future grant or any
other financial assistance from the Government, apart from taking appropriate civil and criminal legal action.
